KEN’S PEN

Idle Words

“But I say to you that for every idle word men may
speak, they will give account of it in the Day of
Judgment.  For by your words you will be justified, and
by your words you will be condemned” (Mat. 12:36,
37).

An idle word is one that produces no good effect, and
is not calculated to produce any.  It is a word that does
nothing, that neither ministers grace nor instruction to
them who hear it.  It is not to be confused with our
often tending toward innocent mirth; the time spent in
communicative recreation to the exhilaration of our
spirits.

But, words are an indication of the true principles of
the heart; by words the heart is known, as the tree is by
its fruit. If our words are true, proper, chaste, instructive,
and pious, they will prove that the heart is right. If,
however, our words are false, envious, malignant, and
impious, they will prove that the heart is wrong, and
will therefore be among the causes of condemnation.

Because our words are a reliable and accurate gauge
of our hearts, we will render account for our words in
the Day of Judgment.  Salvation and condemnation are
not produced by words only, but they are manifested
by them.  Our words and deeds are objective, observable
evidences of our spiritual condition.

Given the gravity of word usage, it’s good every now
and then to check on our own careless words.  When
we do, we’ll be able to tell a lot about the quality of our
relationship with Christ.  When we think carefully about
what we say, it’s easy to put a good face on our words.
But, it is the careless word—the word uttered without
thought—that unveils character.  Thus, the Pharisee
who muttered about healing on the Sabbath (Mat. 12:10)
was so concerned with tradition that he never realized
how his remarks displayed his deep lack of compassion
for a human being in need.  Vigilance over the heart is
key: “Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of
my heart Be acceptable in Your sight, O LORD, my
strength and my Redeemer” (Psalm 19:14).
